The
said Bertola in case of dispute, is to go to court and fight in
whatever way to defend Lebolo's interest and with power to do
all the necessary acts in order to obtain a quick liquidation of
said objects and call other special attorneys. In other words,
Mr. Bertola should do whatever the Lebolo brothers would do if
they would take part in any of the actions that this special
attorney (Bertola) would take. Every power is given to hinm
with the stipulation cum libero et ut alter ego, finalizing
everything for them.

I have received, read, and pronounced the complete content of
the present act with clear voice in the presence of the consti-
tuent and of the witnesses known by me and myself undersigned
according with the royal rate from Pietro Lebolo, with Bruno as
witness and Vincenzo Caire as witness. The present .rough copy
has been written with my handwriting, it contains a sheet of
stamped paper written on two pages on the bottom fourth of the
first page I have stained the page.

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THE HISTORY OF OUR INVOLVEKENT IN THE LEBOLO RESEARCH.

How I came in contact with Dr. Peterson was a kind of coincidence.
In October '84 my wife, Jerrilynn, our little Sam and I were visit-
ing the "Centro™ branch. Sam escaped in a sudden race into a class-
room where Dr. Peterson was talking about his Lebolo nroject. Jerri
ran %o catch Sam and on that occasion she heard the name of Lebolo.
She rerembered that I had once told her that I was involved in &
research concerning Lebclo's parish records and she told that to

Dr, Peterson. So, we met and since Dr. Peterson was leuving for
Cairo he encouraged me to do research to find Lebolo's will. "We
have to find that will!" he stressed.

At first Jerri and I chose to search,in the file of the notaries of
the Ivrea area, the notaries of Castellamonte who worked around 1830¢
and there we started to look for Lebolo. Fortungately there were
only 6 or 7 notaries there, but we didn't find any ftrace of Lelbolo.
We realized that Lebolo, even though he lived in Ceastellamonte,
probably could go to a notary in some surrounding hamlet or town,

or even to Ivrea. e counted the possible notaries tc be about 90
and we felt we were seeking a needle in a haystack.

Providentially we found an indication that Lebolo was a friend of
the notary of Colleretto Parella (a hamlet near Castellimonte)s
whose name was Giacomo Buf?a. So we looked in his books &nd there
it was: not only the villbut also the inventories and the news
that Lebolo delivered eleven mummies to a certain Albzno Oblussz of
Trieste to sell them.
