Year of the Lord 1833, October 5th in Torino, in my office
located on the 3rd floor of S. Albano's house, door no. 18,
district of St. Tomas, here in my presence and in the presence
of said Mr. Ant. Bruno from Bra and Vincenzo Caire from Vojone,
both living in this city, both fit and requested witnesses.

Here assembled Mr. Pietro Lebolo of the late Antonio, born in
Castellamonte and living in this, the capital city (Torino), who
acts in his own behalf and with the ability to provide other
attorneys, for Giuseppe, Giovanni and Tomaso, Lebolo brothers,
his brothers, who are assisted by their guardian Mr. Meuta
Giovanni, as it has already been agreed, through the act of July
30, 1831, act received by Buffa, drawn up in Castellamonte the
same day with payment of 3.87 lire, properly legalized by the
Department of Foreign Affairs. All of them are the sole heirs
of their late father. Mr. Pietro Lebolo has nominated to act in
his place and nominates to act in his place Mr. Francesco
Bertola who 1is also from Castellamonte, Who is now living in
Philadelphia as a professional veterinarian, here now accepting,
to whom he gives the authority to claim the eleven mummies and
other antique objects which belonged to the deceased father of

them and by him (A. Lebolo) left in custody to Albano Oblafier
of Trieste who

sent them to New York to the house of Mr. Led and Quellarspie.
There the mummies were supposed to be sold to anybody that would
have paid the sum that they (Mr. Led and Q.) would have thought
appropriate and then send quittance in any possible way. The
sald Bertola in case of dispute, is to go to court and fight in
whatever way to defend Lebolo's interest and with power to do
all the necessary acts in order to obtain a quick liquidation of
sald objects and call other special attorneys. In other words,
Mr. Bertola should do whatever the Lebolo brothers would do if
they would take part in any of the actions that this special

attorney (Bertola) would take. Every power is given to him

with the stipulation cum libero et ut alter ego, finalizing
everything for them.

I have received, read, and pronounced the complete content of
the present act with clear voice in the presence of the consti-
tuent and of the witnesses known by me and myself undersigned
according with the royal rate from Pietro Lebolo, with Bruno as
witness and Vincenzo Caire as witness. The present rough copy
has been written with my handwriting, it contains a sheet of
stamped paper written on two pages on the bottom fourth of the
first page I have stained the page.
